Hi Ms. Pinkos,

My name is Linda Hom. | have been an El Cerrito resident since 2006. | am reaching out to see what
kind of conversation we can start having with the city council and the community about creating an
all abilities playground here in El Cerrito.

| have two children, one of which has a physical impairment that requires her to drive a powerchair.
As a parent of a child with disabilities, | am always looking for ways that my child is able to enjoy

experiences that typical children experience. There is a lot of adapting that we have to do, but it is all
worth it when | see how happy my daughter is being about to be among her peers. Unfortunately,

the only obstacle we face is the local playgrounds. None of the local playgrounds allow for my
daughter to really be with her peers. None of the playgrounds have equipment that my child can
drive on. Most of the playgrounds have wood chips for ground covering which makes it difficult for
my 7 year old to drive her powerchair through.

Several years ago, when the city asked for input about updating Centennial Park near Fairmount
Elementary. | asked to have some accessibility in the park to be included. Nothing was considered for
our folks in wheelchairs. The paths are nicely paved, but again my daughter is unable to drive into the

playground because the wood chips are not accessible.

If you can let me know if there is anything | can do as a resident to help start the conversation of
making our parks more accessible for all abilities that would be great.
